Significance- What is this important? Why should we care about your topic?
Perspective- Who is the information from. Whose point of view is this? What prior knowledge or understanding do you have about this topic? What new learning did you acquire?

Evidence- What argument or statement are you trying to make? What are the facts that you have to support your argument? What are the facts versus the opinions?

Connections- How does this have meaning to you or the world outside of school? How has it been influence in the past? How might it affect the future?

Supposition- How would life be different if this wasn’t true or never happened or been discovered?
